BULLS IN PRESEASON The Bulls tip-off the 2008-09 season with eight preseason games.  
After dropping last nightôs game to Dallas, tonight the Bulls complete their first of three 
preseason back-to-back sets.  In franchise history, Chicago is 174-166 (.512) all-time in 
preseason play.  Last year, Chicago finished with a 4-3 record, which marked the second 
consecutive year they finished the preseason with a record above .500 (2006-07: 6-2).  The 
last time that happened in preseason play was in 1991-92 (8-1) and 1992-93 (9-0).  Chicago 
has twice gone undefeated in the preseason, first in 1989-90 (8-0) and again in 1992-93 (9-0).             
 
NEW FACES Chicago currently holds 17 players under contract for the teamôs 2008-09 
preseason roster, including five new faces that were not with the team at the end of the 2007-
08 season. Of the newest Bulls, one was acquired via NBA Draft 2008 (Derrick Rose ï first 
overall pick) and four were signed as free agents (Elton Brown, Roger Powell, Michael Ruffin 
and Darius Washington). The Bulls also re-signed three free agents (Luol Deng, Ben Gordon 
and Demetris Nichols) from their 2007-08 roster. The NBA requires all teams announce an 
opening day roster of no more than 15 players by 5:00 P.M. CT on Monday, Oct. 27, 2008. 
 
SOME MORE NEW FACES Not only did the Bulls get a couple new faces on the court, they 
also have a few new faces that will be roaming the sidelines this season.  New Head Coach 
Vinny Del Negro will head a coaching staff that includes four new faces (along with his): Del 
Harris (Dallas Mavericks last season), Bernie Bickerstaff (Charlotte Bobcats last season) and 
Bob Ociepka (Minnesota Timberwolves last season).  The remainder of the staff includes 
Pete Myers and Mike Wilhelm (both with the Bulls during the 2007-08 season).    
 
OLD FACES Gone from Chicagoôs 2007-08 roster is: Shannon Brown (free agent, now with 
the Charlotte Bobcats), Chris Duhon (free agent, now with New York Knicks), and JamesOn 
Curry (free agent).  
 

BULLS ON THE AIR Seven of Chicagoôs eight preseason games will be televised locally in 
Chicago, with Comcast SportsNet carrying five games (Oct. 9 vs. Dallas, Oct. 14 vs. 
Minnesota, Oct. 17 vs. Utah, Oct. 21 at Dallas and Oct. 24 vs. Milwaukee), Comcast 
SportsNet + carrying one game (Oct. 22 at Minnesota) and WGN-TV carrying one game (Oct. 
18 vs. Utah). ESPN Radio 1000 AM, the flagship radio station of the Chicago Bulls, will air 
three preseason games (Oct. 14 vs. Minnesota, Oct. 18 vs. Utah and Oct. 24 vs. Milwaukee).

HEAD COACH VINNY DEL NEGRO 
First Season in Chicago: 0-0 (.000) 
 
Vinny Del Negro was named the 17th head coach in franchise history on June 11, 2008 é he spent two seasons with the Phoenix Suns front office, 
serving as Director of Player Personnel for one year, before being promoted to Assistant General Manager prior to the 2007-08 campaign é worked 
three seasons (2003-06) as a color analyst for the Suns broadcast teams é he has also served as an analyst for ESPNôs ñNBA Matchupò and for the 
San Antonio Spurs é played professional basketball for 14 seasons, including 12 years in the NBA and two years in the Italian A1 League é while 
in the NBA, he played for five different teams (Sacramento, San Antonio, Milwaukee, Golden State and Phoenix) and appeared in 771 games, and 
averaged 9.1 ppg, 3.2 apg and 2.3 rpg é played in 54 NBA playoff games, where he averaged 8.8 ppg, 2.8 apg and 2.2 rpg é among some of the 
coaches he played for in the NBA were:  Dick Motta, Bob Hill, Gregg Popovich, and George Karl é he was drafted by the Sacramento Kings (29th 
overall) in the 1988 NBA Draft é spent two seasons in Italy with Benetton Treviso (1990-92) é he lead the team to its first Italian League 
championship in 1992 and was named playoff MVP é during his two seasons with Benetton, he appeared in 65 games and averaged 25.4 ppg and 
4.4 rpg é was a member of the Spurs for six seasons (1992-98) where he holds the franchise record for consecutive free throws made (50), and 
was selected to San Antonioôs 25th Anniversary Team as one of the top 25 players in Spurs history, after helping San Antonio claim two Midwest 
Division titles é played with Milwaukee from 1998-2000é was traded to Golden State before moving on to Phoenix where he retired in 2001 é 
played four years at North Carolina State under the late Jim Valvano é finished his Wolfpack career with averages of 9.1 ppg, 2.9 rpg and 2.6 apg 
é helped the Wolfpack make the NCAA Tournament four years in a row, highlighted by two trips to the Elite Eight (1985, 1986) é claimed the 
Everett Case Award, as the MVP of the 1987 ACC Tournament, and led NC State to the Tournament championship in his junior year é named All-
ACC First Team his senior season after averaging 15.9 ppg, 4.9 rpg and 3.6 apg, and he shot .515 from the field and .839 from the line é had his 
NC State jersey retired in 2001éDel Negro, 42, was born in Springfield, Mass., on Aug. 9, 1966 é his full name is Vincent Joseph Del Negro é he 
established the Vinny Del Negro Endowment Fund in Springfield to assist physically abused youths é his father, Vin, played collegiately at the 
University of Kentucky under the legendary Adolph Rupp é he is married to wife Lynn, whom he met at North Carolina State.
